People and Place Plans update

The People and Place Plan (PPP) forms part of the Levelling Up and
Regeneration Bill which is due a third reading in Parliament before the
summer recess. Further details should emerge regarding the statutory
weighting of the document, the level of evidence required and how the
scheme may be funded. MSDC is one of six councils in England that
won a bid to trial the new scheme to help Local Authorities and
communities develop a more community-led approach to planning, a
soft touch approach to neighbourhood plans.

Since my last report | have been getting to know our Sustainable Travel
Officer, Locality Officer, Biodiversity officer and Town Centre co-
ordinator to find out what they can offer the ward of Debenham.
